Arrival

Ferntower Upper 

Please allow yourself plenty of time to locate the Ferntower Upper, as this room can be difficult to 
locate. 
From Melville Hall, go up the stairs up from the Ferntower Suite. When you reach the main 
corridor heading to the Main Reception, turn right and take the elevator or stairs directly in front of 
you up to the third floor. The Ferntower Upper is on your left on the top level as you exit the 
elevator. This room will be sign posted. 
 
Cinema 
 
Some of the MSc Econometrics Project presentations will take place in the Cinema. This room is 
only accessible from the outside with a key card, which SGPE staff will have access to; we will 
only leave the door open during the changeover of presentations so we ask that anyone intending 
to attend these sessions arrives on time.

You must pay for any 
additional items upon check-out. Bar and room service charges will be added to your bill, which is 
presented at check-out.

The conference dinner on Thursday will take place at 19:00 in the Meikle Restaurant. Guests with 
dietary requirements are asked to notify the SGPE team of their requirements if they have not 
already done so.
